What is an Item Analysis Report and where can I get it?

· The Item Analysis reports are available from your district’s data department, the Texas Education Agency, or your TAKS vendor.  
· These reports show the item number, the objective measured by the item, and the percentage of students selecting each possible answer choice for that test item.
· To see an example of what these reports look like, use the following links to view the statewide reports.  The reports you need for the workshops will be similar but will contain district- or campus-specific data instead of the statewide data.
